bloom season, wild rose hips persist on the
plant and are an important food source for
birds and mammals.

Wild rose will grow in a wide range of soil
types and will do quite well in heavy soils
that are hard on some other native plants. It
would make an excellent choice for retrofit-
ting a landscape; replacing some tired old
standbys like Pittosporumor Cotoneastebn
a big slope. It will get by on much less irriga-
tion than the amount applied to
W most slopes and common ar-
eas, but will appreciate occa-
sional summer water from the
exssting sprinkler system.

It is relatively pest and disease
free, though rust might appear
on the leaves if the plant is
subject to overhead irrigation,
poor air circulation and humid
conditions in the shade. Insect

Wild rose will grow best without pruning, but
shaping or thinning will tidy it up. Old plants
can be rejuvenated with severe pruning to
encourage new growth from the base. Any
organic, all-purpose plant food will keep it
healthy, flowering, and attractive all year.
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
