The Marin Society of Artists, in conjunction with Blind and Vision Impaired of Marin, has a program for blind and pajftially
sighted artists. The program has been in effect for several years and was begun with the help of a grant from the Warin
Community Foundation which provided funds for supplies and other needs to get the program off the ground. Thege has
been an enthusiastic response from those served by the program, despite difficulties with transportation since mosj of the
participants rely on Whistlestop, and that program is overburdened.
