Having won four different times for related 
categories, Mill Valley Music is filling the 
need for vinyl and CDs in Marin. Owner 
Gary Scheuenstuhl told us that 75 percent 
of his sales are record purchases, capping a 
three-year surge in popularity for LPs. The 
demand for records remains high due to a 
craving for the premier sound quality of ana-
log technology and the artwork on the cover. 
Most of the record-buying is by folks in their 
30s-50s, as well as a younger group using 
them for deejay-ing. A CD or MP3 download 
code generally accompanies each new album 
so the listener isn’t restricted to a turntable 
for his or her listening pleasure. Scheuenstuhl 
is living his dream: “Music is my passion, 
people are grateful that I’m there.”
